Choice #1: 1st Class Poets
Write 4-5 poems from the points of views of different characters in Wringer. The poems can be in any format you choose and should give insight into each character’s feelings, attitudes, and thoughts about the major themes in the book.

Choice #2: Children’s Book
Create a children’s version of the story of Wringer. The children’s book should include at least 8 scenes, and should retell the story of Wringer in a way that is appealing and makes sense to young readers. Include theme. The book should include illustrations.

Choice #3: Comic Strip
Create a comic strip version of Wringer. The comic strip should include 6-8 scenes, and should focus on the theme and conflicts in the book.

Choice #4: Pop-Up Video*
Choose the 3 most critical (important) scenes in Wringer that reveal the book’s theme(s). Film these scenes, using accurate tone and voice of the characters and as close to an appropriate setting as possible. In the scenes, also include pop-ups (little informational blurbs about what’s happening in the scene or what characters are thinking.)

* Do not choose this option if you do not have access to the proper equipment, or if you are not able to complete it on your own time. You will not have class time to work on this.
