GRADING


Tests & Projects: 45% of grade


Quizzes: 30% of grade


Homework: 15% of grade


Participation: 10% of grade





HOMEWORK:


Homework will be assigned Monday through Friday including weekends.


Students are expected to copy homework into their agenda books.


Assignments completed on time will receive full credit.


Late assignments should be submitted on the day after the assignment was due and no later for half credit.


Students who are absent on the day the assignment was given are responsible for finding out the assignment missed and submitting it on the following day unless there was another deadline given by teacher.





BEHAVIOR
